Chairperson Gerald L. Zellar led the Schoolcraft County Board of Commissioners and the members of the

Itwas moved by Commissioner Ecclesine and was seconded by Commissioner Grimm to approve the minutes
of the December 21, 2010 meeting of the Schoolcraft County Board of Commissioners. The motion carried
by unanimous aye vote of the Board members present.

Chairperson Gerald L. Zellar asked if there were any additions, deletions or corrections to the printed agenda.
It was moved by Commissioner LaFoille and was seconded by Commissioner Ecclesine to approve the
amended agenda. The motion carried by unanimous aye vote of the Board members present.

Under “New Business”: It was moved by Commissioner LaFoille and was seconded by Commissioner

Grimm to advertise for bids for hosting of the Schoolcraft County Web Site. The motion carried by a

Commissioner Grimm to investigate dollar amounts per type of medical insurance coverage and the estimated
savings a potential increase in payment in lieu of medical insurance would bring and to report this back to the
