MOTION REGARDING SUPPORT

A. Case Number – This will be your file number along with its proper suffix.

                                Example:  99-2999-DM

B. In Plaintiff box this will be name and address of the individual who actually initiated the 

original divorce, paternity, or family support order.

            In Defendant box this is the opposing party.

            You will put an X in the square box next to moving party for yourself as you are the 

            person that is filing this motion.

C.1 Put an X in the square box between the 1. and the a.  On the dateline put in the date of 

       the most recent order where child support is addressed.  (If you are not sure of that date,

       you can contact the Friend of the Court office for that information.)

D. Put an X before the number 2 and put an X in the appropriate box of who pays the child

support.  Put the amount that is ordered from the most recent support order that has been signed by a Judge.  (If you are not sure of that figure, you can contact the Friend of the Court office for that information.)

E .& F.  If appropriate, put an X before 3 or 4 and put an X in the appropriate box of who 

       pays the childcare or health care.  Put the amount that is ordered from the most recent      

       support order addressing these obligations.  

G. Put an X in front of the 5.  Place the words: “see attachment G5” below sentence 5. 

Then write up an attachment sheet explaining that you want a review of the support obligations and your specific reasons for wanting them changed.  Write the words 

“Attachment G5” on the top of your explanation sheet.

H. If you and the other party have agreed to some terms, please state those on an attached

Sheet if you do not have room on the form itself.  Write the words “Attachment H6” on the top of this sheet.  (Remember, if the minor child(ren) are on any form of public assistance, the parties cannot negotiate the support obligations.)

I. Write under number 7 what you want the court to order for child support, ordinary

medical, and childcare, if applicable.  It there is not enough room on the form itself, please write on an attached sheet.  Write the words “Attachment I7” on the top of this attachment.        

J. Date the document and sign on the signature line.

K. Then fill out the notice of hearing.  You can obtain a date for the hearing by calling the     

      Friend of the Court office, 906-341-3650 and set up a hearing with Referee

      Bruce Cranham
L. The certificate of mailing will be the actual date you are filing your originals at the Schoolcraft County Clerk and mailing copies of this document and attachments to the       

opposing party and the Friend of the Court.  The postmark on your envelopes must match this date.  If you are local, the Friend of the Court copy may be hand delivered to the office, but it must be on the date you place under the certificate of mailing.  Your certificate of mailing date must be nine (9) days or more prior to the hearing date.

            After you have completed the entire form, then you must make 3 photocopies of the 

document and your attachments.  One copy is for you, one for the Friend of the Court, and the other for the opposing party. 

           The original of the Motion Regarding Support and the original attachments are to be filed

           with the Schoolcraft County Clerk along with a payment of $60.00, which is $40.00 for 

the filing fee and $20.00 for the order fee.  Schoolcraft County Clerk, 300 Walnut Street, Room 164, Manistique, MI  49854.

           The items you mail to the opposing party are only required to be sent by ordinary mail.  If

           you wish to send it certified, that is your choice.

           Now all you have to do is appear at the hearing at the time and date designated.  The 

           person who files the motion MUST appear or the motion will not be heard.
